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AGGM Austrian Gas Grid Management AG (hereinafter referred to as “AGGM”) is responsible for setting
up and operating the online platform.

The platform enables web-based services, such as the publication of information, as well as other content
to be made available to the Eastern market area and to market participants. Those services and content
can be accessed via the AGGM website.

1 Using the online platform
1.1 The online platform has a public area and a restricted area.
1.2  Use of both the public and restricted areas is free of charge.

1.3 Any user can access the public area as a guest, while complying with the terms of use for the AGGM
website. The terms set out in these GTC for AGGM Platform Use shall also apply to the assignment
of identification numbers via the public area of the online platform.

1.4 Use of the restricted area is permitted only to users who, after registratioh-as balance group
representative, have received access data and have subsequently ‘been.*authorised by the
companies they represent (BGR candidates/balance group representatives).

1.5 To receive authorisation to access the restricted area, usersrshallscomplete the online form,
providing correct details and making fully available the requestediinformation, and accept the GTC
for AGGM Platform Use, including the data protection provisions pursuant to Article 7, by clicking
the appropriate check box to indicate express consent.\Fhe applicant shall also submit the
requested documents for the registration via upload:

1.6  Users wishing to receive access authorisation as guésts’shall also provide certain details, which are
listed in Annex 1 of the GTC for AGGM Platform\Use. Additional information is required as to which
of the two roles, in terms of the levels ofstransport services defined below, is to be exercised; this
choice can later be expanded or restricted:

1.9 Accessauthorisation may only be refused only for good cause. Good cause is deemed to be given
if, the_information as provided in full by the guest is obviously implausible or incorrect or if
significant concerns in relation to technical or security matters exist that oppose the guest’s use of
the restricted area.

1.10" Access authorisation shall be granted after a positive review of the submitted data; for such a
review to be carried out, the guest must first provide in full all mandatory information via the online
form.

2  Definitions and interpretation

AGGM has the responsibility of structuring the balance group system and of assigning a unique
identification number to each balance group representative and each balance group-or“sub-
account. Assignment is made by issuing an EIC via the online platform, both for balahee. gfoup
representatives (X code) and balance groups (Y code) or sub-accounts (Y code). The existence of a
unique X code and at least one Y code is a prerequisite for continuing the registrationprocedure as
a balance group representative.

In accordance with Central Issuing Office regulations, AGGM is only autharised to'assign X codes to
Austrian companies. Non-Austrian companies are required to apply to the.competent Local Issuing
Office for an international X code. An X code can by way of exception’also be assigned to a non-

When entering the details on each of the balance groups and sub-accounts, the applicant shall
additionally indicate for each the corresponding identification number and alias, which are
available from AGGM in the public area of the platform. Allocation authorisation shall be indicated
by entering the identification numbers of each of the balance group members.

In the event that the data provided by the applicant referred to in Articles 5.2 and 5.3 has already
been assigned to other BGR candidates and/or balance group representatives, AGGM is entitled to
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have the applicant correct the details and to postpone preparation and presentation of the binding
offers for concluding the agreement until the applicant makes the corrections.

Once the applicant has provided all the information referred to in Articles 5.2 and 5.3, AGGM shall
immediately draw up the necessary documents according to Articles 5.5.1 and 5.5.2 to conclude
the contract and AGGM shall forward them in accordance with Article 5.1.

This does not apply to the offer of the balance group coordinator's contract document in
accordance with 5.4.2.2. This contract offer is only prepared and sent by AGGM within 5 working
days after the BGR candidate has positively completed the credit assessment and the associated
deposit of the security with the balance group coordinator and the balance group coordinator has
informed AGGM accordingly.

AGGM is entitled to temporarily interrupt or terminate operation of the restricted area in the event
that such action becomes absolutely necessary for technical and/or legal reasons (interruptions for
maintenance, for example). In the event of foreseeable interruptions, AGGM shall provide
corresponding information and send notifications with this information to applicants and/or users.
AGGM shall not be liable for any resulting damage in the event that, for reasons not falling within
AGGM's responsibility, the restricted area is not available without interruption or without fault, or
data are transmitted incompletely, with delay or otherwise improperly.

Liability

Each party shall be liable exclusively for the fulfiiment of the obligations arising from the GTC for
AGGM Platform Use, unless otherwise specified in the GTC for AGGM Platform Use.

Each party shall be liable towards the other party as set forth'in the general requirements of law
governing compensation. In cases where such law reférs teliability due to fault, except for personal
injury and claims as stipulated in section 33 (6) GWG 2011, the party shall only be liable in cases of
wilful intent and gross negligence.

Where the parties are nonetheless liable, liability-for consequential loss or damage, lost profit and
indirect loss shall be excluded to the full extent permitted by law. Each of the party’s liability shall
be limited to EUR 100,000 for all loss ‘and\damage within one calendar year.

The BGR candidate and/or balapce\group representative shall in any case be liable to AGGM for the
actions of all of its balance greupsmembers.

The BGR candidate and/or.balahce group representative shall indemnify and hold AGGM harmless
with respect to any and allclaims asserted by third parties against AGGM based on actions for which
the BGR candidate@nd/or balance group representative and/or its balance group members is/are
responsible.

Where these.GTF€ MAM-DAM-BGR East include provisions regulating the relationship among
market_{articipants (rather than the direct relationship with AGGM), this shall affect the
contractuahrelationship with AGGM only insofar as said agreement is based on the assumption that
suitablevarrangements or agreements between these market participants exist and are being
condplied with. Any and all liability on the part of AGGM arising from such provisions shall in any
case be excluded.

AGGM shall not be liable for damage or loss resulting from the misuse of a user name and/or
password or from erroneous information entered in the restricted area. The BGR candidate and/or
balance group representative shall indemnify AGGM for any damage suffered by AGGM and/or
third parties resulting from these circumstances.

AGGM shall take all measures that are technically and economically appropriate for ensuring that
the AGGM platform services made accessible via the AGGM website are available without
interruption. Except in cases of intent or gross negligence, AGGM shall not bear any liability for
ensuring that users at all times receive access in accordance with these GTC for AGGM Platform
Use.

Blocking / deactivation

Access to restricted area of the platform will be automatically blocked after three unsuccessful
attempts to enter the correct password.

The above-mentioned provisions'shall in no way affect the jurisdiction of the competent courts of
law. The place of jurisdiction'shall be the court with subject-matter competence at the place of the
registered office of AGGM.

Silence or inaction on the part of the BGR candidate
and/or balance-group‘representative shall be deemed to constitute consent. If the BGR candidate
and/or balance.group representative objects in writing to application of the amended GTC for
AGGM Platform Use, AGGM shall be entitled to terminate the contract by giving written notice and
observing ‘a notice period of one month. AGGM shall explicitly inform the BGR candidate and/or
balance group representative in writing of the consequences of the objection.

13:Entry into force

These GTC for AGGM Platform Use shall become effective as of 1 April 2020, at 6:00 am and shall replace
version 6.0 of the GTC for MAM Portal Use in its entirety.
